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Identifying Behaviors


Is it rude, mean or bullying?


Rude is when you inadvertently say or do something that hurts someone else without considering how they may feel. For example, burping in someone face, jumping the line or bragging about grades. “It is not meant to hurt someone but is a result of poor manners or thoughtlessness. 





Mean is when you purposely say or do something to hurt someone. For example, calling names, saying “I don’t like you” or “Don’t sit next to me”.





Bullying is intentionally aggressive behavior that happens ONE or MORE times and involves one person having power over another. For example, physically (putting hands on someone), verbal (making intimidating comments), cyber (using social media to tag or insult someone) relational (socially isolating someone). 





It is important to know what rude, mean and bullying is so that adults know what to do and when to intervene.
